Activity 9.3 Creating accessible and usable web pages 
Tutor actions
What you need to do in PebblePad to set up the activity
Prior to the activity:
· Create a new gateway. Add users to the gateway. The default gateway settings do not need to be changed.
· Create a webfolio template with pages for each of the standards. Add to the gateway resources with copy and auto publish permissions. Select notify the user group(s) when they login to PebblePad. This means that the students’ webfolios are by default sent back to the gateway once a student has copied the webfolio from the gateway.
· Ask a former student for permission to use their webfolio as an exemplar. Add this to the gateway resources.
During the activity:
· Encourage the learners to share their webfolios with one another and comment on work in progress. 
· View the student webfolios on a regular basis and give formative feedback.
· After the submission due date, mark the webfolios and give summative feedback. Remember to release the grade and feedback when all marking has been completed.
Instructions to the learner
You can adapt these instructions to your learners and to your context
· Log onto PebblePad.
· As soon as you log on, you will see a notice telling you that you have one asset waiting to be copied to your asset store. Select view now and then select copy and publish. This is now in your asset store. You will be adding to this webfolio at regular intervals throughout the course. Your tutor can see your webfolio at all times through the gateway and will give you feedback as you progress. 
· Before starting to create your own webfolio, view the exemplar webfolio in the gateway resources. Go to view, gateways to see this exemplar. Your tutor will direct you to it. Use this exemplar to inspire you when you are creating your webfolio. Pay attention to the way in which the author has created an accessible, useable online environment that takes into account the reader and their potential needs. Notice how the author has used images, titles and the info tip tool.
· Go to view and my assets. Select your own webfolio and edit. Use the PebblePad help to guide you. To access PebblePad help, click on the question mark icon on the right of the screen. When you have completed your first page in your webfolio, view it and then use the display options to experience how other users may view your webfolio.
· As you build your webfolio, you are encouraged to share your work in progress with your peers. Use send to person to share with peers and give them comment permissions on your webfolio. 
· If a peer shares their webfolio with you, comment on their progress in a positive and constructive manner.
· Once the assignment submission date has passed you will not be able to add to your webfolio or amend any of the assets associated with it. 
· You will receive an email notifying you when your webfolio has been marked and summative feedback given.
